Best Time to Book United Flights 
When to book for lowest fares: 

Domestic Flights: 

●​ Sweet spot: Book 3-6 weeks before departure 
●​ Average savings: $100-200 vs last-minute booking 
●​ Tuesday-Wednesday bookings: Often 5-10% cheaper than weekends 
●​ Avoid: Last 7 days before flight (prices spike 50-150%) 

International Flights: 

●​ Optimal window: 2-4 months in advance 
●​ Average savings: $300-800 vs booking within 1 month 
●​ Off-season: Jan-Feb, Sep-Oct save 30-50% 
●​ Peak season: Jun-Aug, Dec-Jan prices highest 

Time of day to book: 

●​ Tuesday 3 PM EST: Historically best time (airlines release deals) 
●​ Early morning (6-8 AM): Fewer shoppers = better availability 
●​ Call 1-844-213-7319 during these windows for best options 

How to Find Cheapest United Fares 
5 proven strategies: 

1. Be flexible with dates (save $50-300) 

●​ Fly Tuesday, Wednesday, or Saturday (cheapest days) 
●​ Avoid Sunday, Monday, Friday (business travel = expensive) 



●​ Use Low Fare Calendar - ask agent at 1-844-213-7319 
●​ ±3 days flexibility can cut price 20-40% 

2. Choose flexible times (save $30-150) 

●​ Early morning flights (before 8 AM): 10-25% cheaper 
●​ Red-eye flights (overnight): Save 20-40% 
●​ Midday departures (10 AM-2 PM): Moderate pricing 
●​ Avoid peak hours (6-8 AM, 5-7 PM business travel) 

3. Fly from United hub airports (save $50-200) Major United hubs with most competition 
= lowest fares: 

●​ Atlanta (ATL) - Largest hub, most options 
●​ Detroit (DTW) - Midwest gateway 
●​ Minneapolis (MSP) - Central US hub 
●​ Seattle (SEA) - West Coast/Asia routes 
●​ New York (JFK) - International gateway 

Connecting through hub sometimes cheaper than direct flight 

4. Join MileagePlus FREE (save $25+ per booking) 

●​ Call 1-844-940-3217 to enroll (takes 3 minutes) 
●​ No annual fee, miles never expire 
●​ Waives $25 phone booking fee 
●​ Earn 5-15 miles per dollar spent 
●​ Redeem for free flights (from 7,500 miles) 

5. Ask about unpublished fares (save $20-100) 

●​ When calling 1-844-213-7319, ask: "Any unpublished deals today?" 
●​ Agents sometimes have unadvertised discounts 
●​ Success rate: 15-20% of calls 
●​ Phone-only deals not available online 

United Fare Classes Explained 
Understanding fare types saves money: 

Basic Economy (Cheapest but restrictive): 

●​ Lowest price - typically $30-80 less than Main Cabin 
●​ No changes, no refunds - 100% non-changeable 
●​ Last to board (Group 9) 
●​ Seat assigned at check-in (no advance selection) 
●​ Best for: Definite travel plans, tight budget 

Main Cabin (Standard, best value): 



●​ $0 change fee (pay fare difference only) 
●​ Unlimited changes allowed 
●​ Seat selection included 
●​ Best for: Most travelers, flexibility needed 

Comfort+ (Premium Economy): 

●​ Extra legroom (+3-4 inches) 
●​ Priority boarding (Group 3) 
●​ Costs: $50-150 extra vs Main Cabin 
●​ Best for: Tall passengers, long flights (3+ hours) 

First Class / United One: 

●​ Lie-flat seats (long-haul international) 
●​ Premium meals, lounge access 
●​ Costs: 2-5x Main Cabin price 
●​ Best for: Business travel, using miles for upgrades 

Recommendation: Book Main Cabin for flexibility. Avoid Basic Economy unless 100% 
certain of travel plans.

Use website when: 

●​ Simple round-trip booking 
●​ Tech-savvy and confident 
●​ Want to compare many options visually 
●​ No special requirements 
●​ Save $25 phone fee (if not MileagePlus member) 

Money-Saving Booking Strategies 
Advanced tips to maximize savings: 

1. Book one-way vs round-trip 

●​ Sometimes 2 one-way tickets cheaper than round-trip 
●​ Mix airlines if better price (United outbound, another return) 
●​ Call 1-844-213-7319 to compare both options 

2. Use MileagePlus for upgrades 

●​ Book Main Cabin, upgrade to Comfort+ with miles 
●​ 5,000-15,000 miles vs $50-150 cash 
●​ Better value than redeeming for flights (typically) 

3. Book separate tickets for families 

●​ Adults in Basic Economy, kids in Main Cabin (seat selection) 
●​ Can save $100-200 on family of 4 
●​ Risk: If flight changes, Basic Economy can't rebook 

4. Monitor price drops after booking 

●​ Main Cabin and above: Can change if price drops (get eCredit for difference) 
●​ Check weekly after booking 
●​ Call 1-844-213-7319 to rebook if $50+ savings 

5. Use credit card benefits 

●​ United MileagePlus Credit Card: Earn 2x miles on United purchases 
●​ Chase Sapphire, Amex Platinum: Transfer points to MileagePlus 
●​ Some cards offer free checked bag (save $30 per flight) 

6. Bundle flight + hotel 

●​ United Vacations: Call 1-844-213-7319 
●​ Packages often 10-20% cheaper than booking separately 
●​ Sometimes includes free breakfast or resort credit 



Common United Booking Mistakes to Avoid 
6 costly errors: 

1. Booking Basic Economy without understanding restrictions 

●​ Cannot change even for fee - ticket forfeited 
●​ Suitable only if 100% certain of travel dates 
●​ Better: Pay $30-80 more for Main Cabin flexibility 

2. Not joining MileagePlus before booking 

●​ Joining FREE takes 3 minutes at 1-844-940-3217 
●​ Saves $25 phone fee immediately 
●​ Earn miles on booking (5,000-20,000 miles typical) 
●​ Can add after flight but better to enroll first 

3. Booking too close to departure 

●​ Last 7 days: Prices spike 50-200% 
●​ Last 24 hours: Extremely expensive 
●​ Book early: 3-6 weeks domestic, 2-4 months international 

4. Not comparing nearby airports 

●​ Example: NYC has JFK, LGA, EWR - prices vary $50-200 
●​ LA has LAX, BUR, ONT - check all options 
●​ Drive 30-60 min to save $100-300 

5. Ignoring basic economy restrictions 

●​ No carry-on (only personal item fits under seat) 
●​ Board last (overhead bins often full) 
●​ Check policies before booking 

6. Not checking total price 

●​ Advertised fare often excludes taxes/fees 
●​ Basic Economy: Add $30-60 in fees 
●​ Always ask at 1-844-213-7319: "What's the total price including all fees?" 

How to Book United Flights Step-by-Step 
Quick process via 1-844-213-7319 (15-20 minutes): 

Step 1: Prepare (5 min) 

●​ Photo ID/passport 
●​ Credit card 



●​ Travel dates (with flexibility) 
●​ MileagePlus number (join FREE if needed) 

Step 2: Call United (2-10 min wait) 

●​ 1-844-213-7319 (general, wait 10-20 min peak) 
●​ 1-844-940-3217 (MileagePlus, wait 3-8 min) 

Step 3: Provide details (5 min) 

●​ Destination and dates 
●​ Number of passengers 
●​ Ask: "What's cheapest option ±3 days?" 
●​ Request fare class comparison (Basic vs Main) 

Step 4: Select flight (3 min) 

●​ Agent shows 3-5 options 
●​ Compare price, time, connections 
●​ Confirm total price with taxes 

Step 5: Complete payment (3 min) 

●​ Credit card info 
●​ Confirm email address 
●​ Agent provides 6-character confirmation code 

Step 6: Confirmation (15-30 min after) 

●​ Email from confirmation@United.com 
●​ Save confirmation number 
●​ Add to United app

When is the cheapest time to book United flights? Domestic: Book 3-6 weeks before 
departure (save average $150). International: Book 2-4 months ahead (save $300-800). 
Fly Tuesday-Wednesday-Saturday for lowest fares (20-40% cheaper than Sunday/Friday). 
Call 1-844-213-7319 for "Low Fare Calendar." 

Should I book United by phone or online? Phone (1-844-213-7319) best for: complex 
trips, special assistance, group bookings, accessing unpublished deals. Online best for: 
simple round-trips, tech-savvy users, saving $25 phone fee. Join MileagePlus FREE at 
1-844-940-3217 to avoid phone fee. 

What's the difference between Basic Economy and Main Cabin? Basic Economy: 
Cheapest (save $30-80) but no changes allowed, no refunds, last to board, no seat 
selection. Main Cabin: $0 change fee (pay fare difference only), unlimited changes, 
advance seat selection. Recommendation: Choose Main Cabin for flexibility. 

How can I avoid United phone booking fee? Join MileagePlus FREE (call 
1-844-940-3217, takes 3 minutes). MileagePlus members no $25 phone fee when booking 
via 1-844-940-3217. Also waived for: award ticket bookings, Medallion status, or if booking 
cannot be completed online. 

Can I get cheaper United fares by calling? Yes, sometimes. Agents at 1-844-213-7319 
occasionally access unpublished discounts not available online. Ask: "Any unadvertised 
deals today?" Success rate 15-20%. Also get Low Fare Calendar showing cheapest dates 
±3 days. 

How far in advance should I book United? Domestic sweet spot: 21-45 days (3-6 
weeks) before departure. International optimal: 60-120 days (2-4 months) ahead. 
Last-minute (within 7 days) typically 50-200% more expensive. Book early via 
1-844-213-7319 for best rates. 

What United fare class should I choose? Basic Economy: Only if 100% certain travel 
dates (cannot change). Main Cabin: Best for most travelers ($0 change fee, flexibility). 
Comfort+: Worth it for flights 3+ hours (extra legroom $50-150). First Class: Best value 
using MileagePlus upgrades vs cash. 
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
